LACE PANEL
TUNIC

The lace panels at the front and sleeves unite
the long, lean line of this sweater with its blou-
son sleeves. The mohair and silk in this hand-
dyed yarn add up to a lofty and soft garment
that will hold its shape through several wears.
This garment is knit from the top down, and set-
in sleeves add structure to the delicate airiness
of the lace.

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS
BUST: 31 (35%, 39, 43%, 47, 51%)"
(79 [90, 99, 112, 130, 131]cm)

size US 8 (5mm) straight needles

size US 4 (3.5mm) 16" (40cm) circular
needle

YARN

1(1,1, 2,2, 2)hanks (1100 yards [1006
meters] ea) Neighborhood Fiber Company
Penthouse Silk Lace 100% silk

COLOR KALORAMA CIRCLE
6 (7,7, 8, 8, 9) hanks (170 yards [155 me-
ters] ea) Neighborhood Fiber Company Loft
60% kid mohair / 40% silk

18 sts and 25 rows = 4” (10cm) in St st,

NOTES sk2p

PM (PLACE MARKER): Slip a premade marker or a loosely knotted piece of scrap yarn in
a contrasting color onto the right-hand needle after the stitch just knit to mark a spot in the
knitting to refer to on future rows. When you come to a marker, simply slip it from the right-
hand needle to the left-hand needle.

KFB (KNIT 1 FRONT AND BACK): Inc 1 st by knitting into the front and back of the next st.

SL MARKER OR SL ST(S) (SLIP MARKER OR SLIP STITCH[ES]): Slip a st or sts purlwise
from the left needle to the right needle. When slipping a marker, knit the sts before and after
it as usual.

SSK (SLIP, SLIP, KNIT): Dec 1 st by slipping 2 sts knitwise one at a time, inserting the tip of
the left needle into both sts and knitting the 2 sts tog.

K2TOG (KNIT 2 TOGETHER): Dec 1 st by knitting 2 sts tog.

YO (YARN OVER): Wrap the working yarn around the needle clockwise and knit the next st
as usual. This operation creates an eyelet hole in the knitting and inc 1 st.

KFB (KNIT 1 FRONT AND BACK): Inc 1 st by knitting into the front and back of the next st.

SK2P (SLIP 1, KNIT 2 TOGETHER, PASS SLIPPED STITCH OVER): Dec 2 sts by knitting 2

sts tog and passing the slipped st over the st rem after the 2 sts were knit tog.

LACE PATTERN
Work Lace Patt over a multiple of 10 sts + 11.
ROWS 1, 3, 5, AND 7 (RS): K2tog, k3, yo, *k1, yo,

k3, SK2P, k3, yo; rep from * to last 6 sts, k1, yo,
k3, SSK.

ROW 2 AND ALL WS ROWS: Purl.

ROWS 9, 11, 13, AND 15: K1, yo, k3, *SK2P, k3,
yo, k1, yo, k3; rep from * to last 6 sts, SK2P, k3,
yo, k1.

ROW 16: Knit.
Rep Rows 1-16.

BACK AND FRONT (BOTH ALIKE)
With smaller needles, cast on 76 (86, 94, 104, 112, 122)
sts. Work 2" (5cm) in k1, p1l rib, ending with a WS row,
inc 1 st at end of row—77 (87, 95, 105, 113, 123) sts.

NEXT ROW (RS): Change to larger needles. K18 (23, 27,
32, 36, 41), place marker, work in Lace Patt across 41
sts, pm, knit to end.

NEXT ROW: Purl to first marker, work as est to next
marker, purl to end.

Rep last 2 rows until piece measures 8 (8%, 9, 9%, 10,
10%)" (21 [22, 23, 24, 26, 27]cm) from beg, ending with
a WS row.

SHAPE WAIST

DEC ROW (RS): K2, k2tog, work to last 4 sts, SSK,
k2—75 (85, 93, 103, 111, 121) sts rem.

Work 5 rows even.

Rep last 6 rows 7 times more, then rep Dec Row once
more—59 (69, 77, 87, 95, 105) sts rem.

Work 3 rows even.

INC ROW (RS): K2, KFB, work to last 2 sts, KFB, k2-61
(71, 79, 89, 97, 107) sts. Work 3 rows even.

Rep last 4 rows 5 times more—71 (81, 89, 99, 107, 117)
sts.

Work even until piece measures 22%2 (23, 23%, 24, 24%,
25)" (57 [59, 60, 61, 62, 64]cm) from beg, ending with a
WS row.

SHAPE ARMHOLES
NEXT ROW (RS): Bind off 3 (4, 5, 6, 7, 8) sts at beg of
next 2 rows—65 (73, 79, 87, 93, 103) sts rem.

DEC ROW: K2, k2tog, work to last 4 sts, SSK, k2—63
(71, 77, 85, 91, 99) sts rem.

Work 1 row even.

Rep last 2 rows 2 (3, 4, 5, 6, 7) times more—59 (65, 69,
75, 79, 85) sts rem.

Work even until armholes measure 7% (7%, 8, 8%, 8%,
8%4)" (19 [20, 21, 21, 22, 22]cm) from beg of shaping,
ending with a WS row.

SHAPE SHOULDERS AND NECK

NEXT ROW (RS): Bind off 9 (12, 14, 17, 19, 22) sts at
beg of next 2 rows. Place rem 41 sts on holder for neck.
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FINISHING
Seam shoulders.
SLEEVES
With smaller needles, cast on 32 (34, 36, 38, 40, 42) sts. NECKBAND
Work 2" (5cm) in k1, p1 rib, ending with a RS row. Beg at left shoulder seam, transfer sts from st holders to
_ circular needle—82 sts.
NEXT ROW (WS): Purl, inc 39 sts e, 30) sts, pm, work
Lace Patt across 21 sts, pm, knit to end. Join for working in the rnd. Pm for beg of rnd. Work k1,
. pl rib for 1” (3cm). Bind off loosely in patt.
NEXT ROW: Purl to first marker, work as est to next
marker, purl to end. Set in sleeves. Seam sleeves and sides.
SHAPE SLEEVE Weave in ends.
DEC ROW (RS): Cont patt as est, k2, k2tog, work to last
4 sts, SSK, k2—69 (71, 73, 75, 77, 79) sts rem. _
Work 7 rows even.
Rep last 8 rows 6 (5, 3, 3, 1, 1) times more—53 (61, 67,
69, 75, 77) sts rem.
Rep Dec Row once more—55 (59, 65, 67, 73, 75) sts
rem. I
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Work 9 rows even. Iy
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Rep last 10 rows 1 (2, 4, 4, 6, 6) times more—53 (55, %:
57, 59, 61, 63) sts rem. 5
Qe
Work even until piece measures 17 (17%, 18, 18, 18%, §£
18%)" (43 [45, 46, 46, 47, 47]cm) from beg, ending with ::@
a WS row. S
